Dog Days 2004 Site Rules

The interior of the house is off-limits to Ale partici-
pants, except for emergencies.

No (nonresident) dogs or cats are allowed on the 
property.

Parents are responsible for the behaviour of their 
children.  In particular, children who are in the pond, in 
the sauna or at the campfire must be supervised by an 
adult at all times.

Park on the street, as much off the road as you can, on 
the side closest to the house.  (If necessary, you may 
drive onto the property to unload, but do not park in or 
block the driveway.)

Wear shoes at all times (there are bits of broken glass 
and goose poop scattered about the property.)

It’s OK to camp in the orchard, as long as trees are not 
disturbed or peed upon.

Please bring your own towels and soap to the shower.
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
